Cultures of Translation: Adaptation in Film and Performance have the pleasure of inviting you to discover the new work B(earth) by Ludivine Allegue and Yvon Bonenfant. 

B(earth) brings together painting, voice and light to create an exceptional installation experience. The installation, a collaboration between painter and video artist Ludivine Allegue (France/UK), and extended vocalist and live artist Yvon Bonenfant (UK/Canada), is an innovative imagining of the ways sound, image, texture and transparency can work together to create a unique, sometimes startling, sometimes profoundly sensual world. 

This striking piece is the fruit of a collaboration among disciplines and institutions, and was financed by project partners including the CNRS, France, the University of Paris 1 Pantheon-Sorbonne, the University of Winchester, and the National Conservatory of Art at Limoges-Aubusson (Ministère de la Culture). 

The artists have developed an educational programme that sits alongside the work, and that can be used to explore the relationships between the senses of touch, sight and sound, and relate these to both live and performed contexts, through engagement with tactility in painting, voice and body. 

A video work that re-visits B(earth)’s engagement with painting, light, canvas fabric, and voice will be filmed during the piece's exhibition at the Talmart Gallery, Paris, from 15 May to 1 June 2008. 

Cultures of Translation: Adaptation in Film and Performance will offer a preview of this video work during the conference.

Sama’s second manifestation, azzuhara with Valentina Lacmanovic, which will bring together dance, painting and video is also in preparation.

Ludivine Allegue has presented her work in Europe, North America and China at a wide variety of festivals, exhibitions and conferences. She has a PhD in Arts and Sciences of Arts from the University Paris 1 Panthéon-Sorbonne and her essays on Art are published by l’Harmattan in France.

Yvon Bonenfant is an artist, academic and human intervention worker. He is a virtuosic singer and trained emotional somatician.  His work is centred around voice, extended voice, performance making, and the links between performance and intervention. 

He has performed, taught workshops, and presented at conferences in Canada, the US, the UK, Portugal, France and Finland, and has taught and researched at the university level in the UK. His work focuses on exploring, defining and inhabiting a place of intensity, sensuality, presence and what society calls ‘extreme’ emotion on stage. His workshops, pedagogy and writings focus on defining an activism of vitality and applying it to voice and body performance pedagogy and performance making. 

Yvon’s pieces draw audiences through narratives that emerge from his and their bodies, in a way that is both non-linear and completely organic.
