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Dear TaPRA Conference Delegate

We are looking forward to seeing all of you in Cardiff on Thursday. Here is some further information which you may find useful:

Registration

Registration will take place from 11.30am to 1pm on Thursday 9 September in the foyer on the ground floor of the ATRiuM building. The registration desk will be staffed throughout the conference.  

Lunch

Lunch will be provided on all three days of the conference. On Thursday lunch will be available during the registration period (11.30-1pm).


Getting to the ATRiuM

‘ATRiuM’ is the name of the university building that the conference is taking place in and houses the Cardiff School of Creative and Cultural Industries. It is in Adam Street.
· If you are arriving by train or coach...
ATRiuM is close to both Cardiff Central Station and Cardiff Queen Street Station. Most delegates arriving by train or coach will alight at Cardiff Central. Taxis are available at two taxi ranks: directly in front of the train station and to the right of the front entrance. 

The National Express coach stops at the bus terminus in front of Cardiff Central Station. 

If you only have light luggage that is easy to carry it is possible to walk to the ATRiuM from Cardiff Central. To walk from Cardiff Central, turn right when you walk out of the front doors of the station and walk straight down the road in front of you past the taxis. You’ll see John Lewis a bit further on to your left and the Radisson hotel to your right (once you’ve walked a short way). Further on still you’ll see the Big Sleep hotel to your right and Park Inn hotel to your left. The ATRiuM is the white building directly in front of you just behind the small railway bridge.

· If you are driving...

Directions from J33 of the M4 
Leave the M4 at J33. Head south, signposted Cardiff Bay on the A4232. Continue for approx 5 miles, cross the bridge over Cardiff Bay, and continue through the Butetown Tunnel. Turn left at the roundabout, and then continue across the following roundabout, onto the A4234 dual carriageway, signposted City Centre (you will see the Atlantic Wharf on your right). Continue until the end, then turn left onto the A4160, ATRiuM is on your right. 

Directions from J32 of the of the M4 
Leave the M4 from J32. Head south on the A470, signposted Cardiff City Centre. Continue on the A470 (North Road) until you reach the City Centre. As you approach a set of lights (Cardiff University is on your left and a long car park on your right turn left onto the Boulevard De Nantes past City Hall on your left. 
Sat Nav 
If you are using Sat Nav, our post code is CF24 2FN.

Parking
The is an NCP car park directly opposite the ATRiuM.
